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Warnings and safety notes

This washing machine complies with all current local and national
safety requirements. However, inappropriate use can lead to per-
sonal injury and damage to property.

Read the operating instructions carefully before using the washing

machine. They contain important information on safety, installation,
use and maintenance. This prevents both personal injury and dam-
age to the washing machine.

In accordance with standard IEC 60335-1, Miele expressly and
strongly advises that you read and follow the instructions in the
chapter on installing the washing machine as well as the safety in-
structions and warnings.

Miele cannot be held liable for damage caused by non-compliance
with these instructions.

Keep these operating instructions in a safe place and pass them on
to any future owner.

Correct application

P This washing machine is intended for use in domestic households
and similar working and residential environments.

P The washing machine is not intended for outdoor use.

P It must be used only as a domestic appliance to wash items which
are specified by the manufacturer as being washable on the wash
care label. Miele cannot be held liable for damage resulting from in-
correct or improper use or operation.

P The washing machine can only be used by people with reduced
physical, sensory or mental capabilities, or lack of experience or
knowledge, if they are supervised whilst using it or have been shown
how to use it safely and recognise and understand the consequences
of incorrect operation.

P> This washing machine is intended for use at altitudes of up to
4000 m above sea level.



Warnings and safety notes

Safety with children

P> Children under 8 years of age must be kept away from the washing
machine unless they are constantly supervised.

P Children must not be allowed to clean or maintain the washing
machine unsupervised.

P> Children 8 years and older may only use the washing machine un-
supervised if they have been shown how to use it safely and recog-
nise and understand the consequences of incorrect operation.

P> Please supervise children in the vicinity of the washing machine
and do not let them play with it.

Technical safety

P> Follow the instructions in “Installation”.

P> Before setting up the washing machine, check it for any externally
visible damage. Do not install or use a damaged machine.

P> Before connecting the washing machine, ensure that the connec-
tion data on the data plate (fuse rating, voltage and frequency) match
the mains electricity supply. If in any doubt, consult a qualified elec-
trician.

P> The electrical safety of this washing machine can only be guaran-
teed when correctly earthed.

It is essential that this standard safety requirement is met. If in any
doubt, please have the wiring system of the building tested by a qual-
ified electrician.

Miele cannot be held liable for the consequences of an inadequate
earthing system (e.g. electric shock).

P Do not connect the washing machine to the mains electricity sup-
ply by a multi-socket adapter, extension lead or similar. These do not
guarantee the required safety of the machine (fire hazard due to the
risk of overheating).

P> Faulty components must only be replaced by genuine Miele ori-
ginal spare parts. Only when these parts are fitted can Miele guaran-
tee the safety standards of the machine.

P The electrical socket must be easily accessible after installation so
that the machine can be disconnected from the electricity supply if
necessary.



Warnings and safety notes

P If the electrical connection cable is faulty it must only be replaced
by a Miele authorised service technician to protect the user from
danger.

P While the washing machine is under warranty, repairs should only
be undertaken by a Miele authorised service technician. Otherwise
the warranty will be invalidated.

P Unauthorised repairs could result in unforeseen dangers for the
user, for which the manufacturer cannot accept liability. Repairs
should only be undertaken by a Miele authorised service technician,
otherwise any subsequent damage will not be covered by the war-
ranty.

P> In areas which may be subject to infestation by cockroaches or
other vermin, pay particular attention to keeping the machine and its
surroundings in a clean condition at all times. Any damage which may
be caused by cockroaches or other vermin will not be covered by the
warranty.

P> The machine must not be used in a non-stationary location (e.g. on
a ship).

P Do not make any alterations to the machine, unless authorised to
do so by Miele.

P The machine must be isolated from the electricity supply when
cleaning and maintaining the machine and in the event of a fault.

P The Miele “Water protection system” protects from water damage
provided the following conditions are met:

- the machine is correctly plumbed in and connected to the electri-
city supply.

- if a fault or damage has been identified, the machine must be ex-
amined by a competent person before further use, and repaired if
necessary.

P The water flow pressure must be at least 100 kPa and should not
exceed 1000 kPa.



Warnings and safety notes

P Temporary or permanent operation on an autonomous power sup-
ply system or a power supply system that is not synchronised with
the mains power supply (e.g. island networks, back-up systems) is
possible. A prerequisite for operation is that the power supply system
complies with the specifications of EN 50160 or an equivalent stand-
ard.

The function and operation of the protective measures provided in
the domestic electrical installation and in this Miele product must
also be maintained in isolated operation or in operation that is not
synchronised with the mains power supply, or these measures must
be replaced by equivalent measures in the installation. As described,
for example, in the current version of BS OHSAS 18001-2 ISO
45001.

P This washing machine is supplied with a special lamp to cope with
particular conditions (e.g. temperature, moisture, chemical resist-
ance, abrasion resistance and vibration). This lamp must only be used
for the purpose for which it is intended. The lamp is not suitable for
room lighting. Replacement lamps may only be fitted by a Miele au-
thorised technician or by the Miele Customer Service Department.
This washing machine contains 7 light source corresponding to en-
ergy efficiency rating E.

Correct use

P Do not install the washing machine in a room where there is a risk
of frost. Frozen hoses may burst or split. The reliability of the elec-
tronic control unit may be impaired at temperatures below freezing
point.

P Before using the machine for the first time, check that the transit
bars at the rear of the machine have been removed (see “Installation
- Removing the transit bars”). During spinning, a transit bar which is
still in place may result in damage to both the machine and adjacent
furniture or appliances.

P Turn off the stopcock if the machine is to be left for any length of
time (e.g. holiday), especially if there is no floor drain (gully) in the im-
mediate vicinity.

P Flooding danger.

If hooking the drain hose into a wash basin, check that the water can
drain off quickly enough to prevent the sink from overflowing. Make
sure the drain hose is secure, so that the force of the water flowing
out of the hose does not dislodge it.



Warnings and safety notes

P> Take care to ensure that foreign objects (e.g. nails, pins, coins, pa-
per clips) do not find their way into the machine with the laundry.
These may damage components of the machine (e.g. suds container,
drum), which in turn can result in damage to the laundry.

P> Take care when opening the drum door after using the steam func-
tion. Danger of burning due to escaping steam and the high temper-
ature of the surface of the drum as well as the porthole glass. Stand
back away from the machine and wait until the steam has dissipated.

P The maximum load for this washing machine is 9,0 kg (dry weight).
See the “Programme chart” for the maximum recommended loads
for individual programmes.

P Do not use solvent based cleaning agents, e.g. those containing
benzine, in this machine, as this may result in damage to component
parts and create toxic fumes. Such agents also pose a fire and explo-
sion hazard.

P> Textiles which have been pre-treated in solvent based cleaning
agents must be thoroughly rinsed in clean water before being washed
in the machine.

P> If the correct amount of detergent is dispensed, the machine
should not need to be descaled. If, however, you do wish to descale
it, only use a proprietary natural citric acid based descaling agent.
Miele recommends using Miele descaling agent which is available to
order online at www.miele.co.uk or from Miele. Strictly observe the
instructions on the packaging.

P Do not use solvent based cleaning agents, e.g. those containing
benzine, to clean the surfaces of the machine. They can cause dam-
age to plastic surfaces.

P Only use dyes specified by the manufacturer as being suitable for
use in a domestic washing machine. Always observe the manufac-
turer's instructions carefully.

P> Colour run and dye removers contain sulphur compounds which
can cause damage such as corrosion. Do not use these products in
this machine.

P If detergent comes into contact with the eyes, rinse them thor-
oughly with lukewarm water immediately. If swallowed, seek medical
assistance immediately and retain the packaging or label for refer-
ence. Those with skin problems or sensitive skin should avoid their
skin coming into contact with detergent.

Accessories and spare parts

P> Only use original Miele accessories. If other parts are used, war-
ranty, performance and product liability claims will be invalidated.

P A Miele tumble dryer can be stacked on top of a Miele washing
machine using the appropriate stacking kit (available as an optional
accessory). Please make sure you order the correct one for the Miele
washing machine and Miele tumble dryer.

P> If installing the machine on a Miele plinth, (available as an optional
accessory, depending on country), please make sure you order the
correct one for this washing machine.

P Miele will guarantee to supply functional spare parts for a min-
imum of 10 years and up to 15 years following the discontinuation of
your washing machine.

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Sustainability and environmental protection

Disposing of the packaging ma-
terial

The packaging material is used for hand-
ling and protects the appliance from
transport damage. The packaging ma-
terial used is selected from materials
which are environmentally friendly for
disposal and can generally be recycled.

Recycling the packaging material re-

duces the use of raw materials. Use ma-

terial-specific collection points for valu-
able materials and take advantage of re-
turn options. Your Miele dealer will take
the packaging material away.

Disposing of your old appliance

Electrical and electronic appliances con-
tain many valuable materials. They also
contain certain materials, compounds
and components which were essential
for their correct functioning and safety.
These could be hazardous to human
health and to the environment if dis-
posed of with household waste or if
handled incorrectly.

Sustainability and environmental protection

Perfect use of energy and water

Wash with the maximum load size for
the programme in question. Energy and
electricity consumption is then lowest
in relation to the load size.

Programmes that are more efficient with
regard to energy and water consump-
tion generally have a longer programme
running time. By extending the pro-
gramme running time, the wash temper-
ature can be reduced while still provid-
ing the same wash results.

If, for example, the ECO 40-60 and
Cottons 40 °C or 60 °C programmes
are compared with each other, the ECO
40-60 programme is more efficient in
terms of energy and water consump-
tion. However, the programme running
time of the ECO 40-60 programme is
longer than that of the Cottons 40 °C or
60 °C programme.

Modern detergents make it possible to
wash at lower temperatures (e.g.

20 °C). Using lower temperature set-
tings will save energy.

Use the Express 20 programme for
small, lightly soiled loads.

Drying in the tumble dryer

The spin speed selected affects the re-
sidual moisture in the laundry and the
sound emissions of the washing ma-
chine. The higher the spin speed, the
lower the residual moisture in the laun-
dry.

Select the highest possible spin speed
for the programme to save energy in the
subsequent tumble dryer cycle.

Sound reduction

The spin speed selected affects the
sound emissions of the washing ma-
chine. The higher the spin speed, the
greater the sound emissions of the
washing machine.

Move the final spin of the washing ma-
chine outside of quiet periods and/or
use the Extra quiet Extra.

Using detergents

Use the TwinDos system for exact dis-
pensing.

Adjust the dispensing to the degree of
soiling of the laundry.

Do not exceed the amounts of deter-
gent recommended by the manufacturer
on the packaging.

Operation

Switching the washing machine on or
off

The O On/Off switch is recessed.

m Press O On/Off until the washing ma-
chine switches on or off.

Tip: With MotionReact, the washing
machine is automatically switched on
when you approach it.

Navigating the display

The display can be scratched by
pointed or sharp objects, e.g. pens.
Only touch the display with your fin-
gertips.

m Swipe your finger in the required dir-
ection on the display.

m To select a menu option, press the re-
quired menu option or symbol.

The menu option is highlighted.

Exiting a menu level
You are in a menu.

m Depending on the menu, select
X Close window or D Back.

The higher-level menu is displayed.

Selecting a programme
You are in the main menu.

m Swipe your finger on the display until
the required programme is high-
lighted.

m If you want to start the programme
with the parameters displayed, select
» Start.

Tip: If you want to change the paramet-
ers, select the icon of the programme or
¥ Other parameters.

Adjusting parameters

You can switch parameters on or off
(e.g. extras) or adjust them on a scale
(e.g. the temperature).

Switching parameters on or off

Activated parameters are highlighted in
colour.

m Select the parameter you want to
switch on or off.

m Touch & OK to confirm.

The parameter is saved.

Changing parameters on a scale

m Select the parameter you want to
change.

m Move the scale to the left or right until
the required value is highlighted.

m Confirm with & OK or wait for the
change to be applied automatically.

The value is saved.

Displaying the context menu

When you are in certain menus, a con-
text menu can be displayed. This allows
you to move Favourites, for example.

m To open the context menu, press and
hold a Favourite or select & Context
menu.

m Make the change you want.

m To close the context menu, select
X Close window.

Network connection

The washing machine is equipped with
an integrated WiFi module. The WiFi
module makes it possible to connect to
your home network and to use the Miele
app on a mobile device.

Networking the washing machine allows
you to do the following, among other
things:

- Receive information on the pro-
gramme sequence and operating
status

- Operate your washing machine re-
motely

- Download additional programmes

- Keep your washing machine up to
date with the latest Miele develop-
ments via software updates

Connecting your washing machine to
your WiFi network will increase energy
consumption, even when the washing
machine is switched off.

Movement sensor/MotionReact

The washing machine has a movement
sensor. The movement sensor reacts to
movement and detects when you ap-
proach the washing machine.

Depending on the operating status of
the washing machine, you can trigger
various actions using the movement
sensor such as switching on the wash-
ing machine.

Under = » {& Settings » General »
Movement sensor, you can adjust the
settings for the movement sensor to
suit your personal requirements.
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Familiarisation

ComfortOpen

A motorised door opener opens the
door when a hand approaches the door
handle sensor.

The door opens a little automatically at
the end of the programme.

Drum lighting

The drum lighting illuminates the drum
and the area in front of the washing ma-
chine. The drum lighting comes on auto-
matically when the door is opened. The
drum lighting will go out again automat-
ically after a few minutes.

Defective drum lighting can only be re-
placed by the Miele Customer Service
Department.

AmbientLight

The door and the TwinDos cartridges
are illuminated.

Door lighting

The door lighting indicates when and
whether the door can be opened.
TwinDos lighting

The TwinDos unit lighting indicates
when a TwinDos cartridge needs to be
replaced. It also shows which TwinDos
cartridge needs to be replaced.

CapDosing

CapDos is a system for dispensing spe-
cial-purpose detergents, fabric condi-
tioners and boosters using portioned
capsules.

The portioned capsules are available
with 3 different labels:

€8 = Fabric care product (e.g. fabric
conditioner, proofing agent)

/8 = Additives (e.g. detergent en-
hancer)

( = Special-purpose detergents

(for the main wash only)

Each capsule contains the correct
amount for one wash cycle.

The capsules are available from the
Miele online shop or from your Miele
dealer.

& Capsules pose a health risk.

The ingredients of capsules can be
hazardous to health if they are swal-
lowed or come into contact with skin.
Keep capsules out of the reach of
children.



Familiarisation

TwinDos

TwinDos is a system for the automatic
dispensing of detergents.

TwinDos can be operated with Miele
UltraPhase 1 and UltraPhase 2 or with
commercially available liquid detergents
and fabric conditioners.

Refill containers are required for the use
of commercially available liquid deter-
gent. The refill containers are available
from the Miele online shop or from your
Miele dealer.

UltraPhase 1 and UltraPhase 2

UltraPhase 1 and 2 are a liquid deter-
gent system and together they make a
complete detergent for white and col-
oured laundry.

UltraPhase 1is a liquid detergent which
dissolves dirt and removes the most
common stains. UltraPhase 2 is a
bleaching agent and removes stubborn
stains. For the best wash results, these
two agents are dispensed at separate
times during the wash process.

UltraPhase 1 and 2 are available from
the Miele online shop or from your
Miele dealer.

TwinDos cartridge detection

The TwinDos cartridges have a barcode.
The washing machine uses this barcode
to identify the detergent contained in
the cartridge and automatically sets the
corresponding parameters.

PowerWash

The PowerWash technique uses less
water than conventional washing tech-
niques. Energy consumption is reduced
because less water needs to be heated.
This results in some special features in
the programme sequence.

- At the start of the wash programme,
the washing machine spins a few
times.

- If necessary, the washing machine will
pump water away and take in a little
more fresh water.

- Noise when heating the water on the
heater elements (bubbling noises).

FlexLoad

The washing machine measures the
amount of laundry in the drum after the
programme has started. Once the
measurement is complete, the load de-
termined is displayed at D /nformation.
The time left, energy consumption and
water consumption of the wash pro-
gramme are adjusted to the determined
load size.

The time left that is initially displayed
can be significantly reduced.

Optional accessories

Products specially tailored to your
washing machine — such as detergent,
fabric care products, additives, appli-
ance care products and accessories —
are available from the Miele online shop,
from Miele Customer Service or from
your Miele dealer.

Commissioning

& Damage resulting from incorrect
installation and connection.
Installing and connecting the wash-
ing machine incorrectly will cause
serious material damage.

Please follow the instructions in “In-
stallation”.

This washing machine has undergone
a complete functional test at the fact-
ory. Some residual water will therefore
remain in the drum from this process.

Removing the detergent cart-
ridges and drain hose swivel el-
bow from the drum

Two detergent cartridges for TwinDos

dispensing and a swivel elbow for the
drain hose are stored in the drum.

2. The Miele app is available on a mo-
bile device.

3. You have a user account in the Miele
app.

You can also carry out the networking at

a later date. Skip the “Networking menu
option during commissioning.

Commissioning is not complete until
the commissioning programme has
been completed. If the process is can-
celled beforehand, the entire commis-
sioning process must be repeated.

Preparing the laundry

& Damage due to foreign objects.
Nails, coins, paper clips, and so on
can cause damage to garments and
components in the machine.
Check the laundry before washing
and remove any foreign objects.

m Empty all pockets.

Switching on the washing ma-
chine

When the movement sensor is activ-
ated, the washing machine switches
on automatically.

m Touch O On/Off.

Loading the laundry

Prepare the laundry as described in
“Good to know”.

Opening the door

The door handle sensor registers when
a hand touches the door and opens
the door a little.
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m Open the door fully.

Loading laundry in the drum

Check the drum for pets or foreign
objects before loading it with laundry.

m Unfold the laundry and load loosely
into the drum.

Tips

- Mixing both large and small items
gives better wash results and also
helps to distribute the load evenly
during spinning.

- Always ensure that the maximum load
size is not exceeded for the different

programmes. The relevant load size is
always shown in the display.

What to do after removing laundry

m Check the door sealing ring for any
foreign objects.

m If you used a cap, remove it from the
detergent drawer.

- Leave the detergent drawer slightly
open to allow it to dry.

- Leave the door slightly open to allow
the drum to dry.

Deleting delay start

A delay start that has been started can
be deleted.

m Select @ Stop.
You have the choice between:

- Start immediately programme
- Cancel programme

Add laundry (AddLoad)

Laundry can be added or removed if the
display shows “Add laundry”.

m Touch the display.
m Touch the Add laundry sensor control.

The wash programme is interrupted and
the door will open a little.

m Open the door fully.

m Add or remove laundry.
m Close the door.

m Select P Start.

The programme continues.
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Programme modifications after
starting the programme

Once the programme has started,
neither the programme nor the para-
meters can be changed. To make a
change, you must cancel the pro-
gramme.

Preparing the laundry for wash-
ing
Sorting laundry

m Sort the laundry according to colour
and fabric.

- Dark textiles often contain excess dye
which is released in the first few
washes. Therefore, wash light and
coloured items separately.

- Information on the fabric and wash
programme can be found on the care
label. Most garments have a care la-
bel in the collar or side seam.

- Do not wash garments with the
77 symbol on the care label in the
washing machine.

m For curtains, remove the rollers and/
or lead weights or tie both in a bag.

m Make sure that the bra underwires are
sewn in. Remove any loose under-
wires before washing.

m Close any zips and velcro fasteners
before washing.

m Close the buttons of duvet covers and
pillowcases. This prevents other laun-
dry from getting trapped inside the
covers.
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Pre-treating stains

Pre-treat stains quickly, preferably while
the stains are fresh. Dried stains or
stains that have penetrated the fabric
are difficult to remove.

m Dab the stains off using a soft, colour-
fast cloth. Do not rub.

Tip: Stains (e.g. blood, egg, coffee, tea)
can be pre-treated using some handy
tricks. You can find these tricks in Tips
for stain removal on the Miele website.

& Damage due to solvent-based
cleaning agents

Cleaning agents containing benzine,
stain remover, etc., can damage
plastic parts.

When pre-treating textiles, make sure
that any plastic parts (e.g. buttons)
do not come into contact with clean-
ing agent.

Please
observe the instructions for use and
dosage on the detergent packaging.

Using dispensing aids

Use dispensing aids (e.g. dispenser
balls) if these are supplied with the de-
tergent, particularly when using liquid
detergent.

Using refill packs

When purchasing detergent, buy refill
packs wherever possible. This helps re-
duce the amount of waste packaging.
Correct dispensing of detergent

The dispensing quantity of detergent
depends on various factors:

- Degree of soiling of the laundry
- Laundry volume

- Water hardness Check with your local
water supplier if you do not know the
water hardness level in your area.
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Effects of dispensing more or less
than required

Dispensing more than required does
not improve the wash results but:

- Poorer wash results due to too much
foam in the drum and reduced mech-
anical action

- Cleaning results are impaired

- Higher water consumption due to an
extra rinse (switched on automatically
if too much foam is sensed in the
drum).

- Higher costs due to increased water
and detergent consumption

- Pollution of the environment

Dispensing too little detergent has the
following effects:

- The laundry does not get clean and
turns grey over time (greying of the
laundry)

- Increased limescale on the heater ele-
ments (energy consumption in-
creases, heater element service life is
reduced)

- Unpleasant odours in the washing
machine (due to the formation of a
biofilm)

- Unpleasant odours in the laundry (due
to residual sebum)



Good to know

Water hardness levels

When dispensing detergent, it is im-
portant to observe the water hardness
levels.

The local water supplier can supply de-
tails of the on-site water hardness level.

Water softener

Using water softeners is recommended
from water hardness levels Il and IlI.
Using water softener can save deter-
gent. Dispense according to the amount
specified on the water softener pack-
aging. Observe the following sequence
when adding water softener and powder
detergent into the detergent drawer.

1. Add powder detergent.
2. Add water softener.

Any other order will cause the deter-

gent to stick to the detergent drawer.

Tip: For liquid detergents: pour the de-
tergent into the detergent drawer and
the water softener directly into the drum
using a dispensing aid.

Then dispense the recommended
amount of detergent for water hardness
level I.

Colour run and dye removers/dyes

- Dyes suitable for use in domestic
washing machines can be used. How-
ever, please note that the salt used in
the dyeing process can cause corro-
sion to stainless steel components in
the machine if you use dye frequently.
Always follow the dye manufacturer’s
instructions carefully.

After dyeing, run the Clean drum pro-
gramme. This rinses out any salt and
colour residues.

- It is prohibited to use dye removers in
the washing machine.

Spinning

Spinning the laundry is used for dewa-
tering. There is a spin cycle after the
main wash and between the rinse
cycles in the final spin.

The perfect final spin speed is pre-set
for each programme and is limited to a
maximum value depending on the pro-
gramme. The maximum final spin speed
for the programme can be found in the
programme overview.

Rinse-spin

There is a rinse-spin cycle after the main
wash and the rinse cycles.

It is important to drain the water out of
the laundry to improve the cleaning res-
ults. The maximum set spin speed is not
reached.

If the final spin speed is reduced, the
rinse-spin speed is adjusted.

If the final spin speed is less than

700 rpm, an extra rinse is activated in
the Cottons programme to ensure effi-
cient cleaning results.
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Omitting the final spin or rinse-spin

Deselecting the final spin
m Switch on the Rinse hold Extra.

The laundry is not spun after the final
rinse cycle and remains in the rinse wa-
ter. This helps to prevent creasing if the
laundry is not going to be removed from
the washing machine immediately after
the end of the programme.

Omitting the rinse-spin and the final
spin
m Set the final spin speed to O rpm.

Tip: It is only possible to deselect the
rinse spin when deselecting the final
spin.

m Clean the casing and control panel
with a mild cleaning agent or soapy
water and dry both with a soft cloth.

® The drum can be cleaned using a suit-
able stainless steel cleaner.
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Cleaning the detergent drawer

Washing at low temperatures and the
use of liquid detergent can lead to a
build-up of mould and germs in the de-

tergent drawer.

Cleaning recommendation:

Every 4 weeks at the beginning, even if
you only use TwinDos. If there is no
heavy soiling, you can extend the inter-
vals.

Tools required:
Bottle brush

Removing and cleaning the detergent
drawer

m Pull out the detergent drawer until
resistance is felt. Press down the re-
lease button and at the same time
pull the drawer right out of the appli-
ance.

m Clean the detergent drawer with
warm water.

Cleaning the siphon and the &/
CJ compartment channel

Liquid starch results in clogging. If
clogged, the siphon in the §8/(CJ
compartment will not work and the
compartment can overflow.

Clean the siphon particularly thor-
oughly after using liquid starch a few
times.

@ Pull the siphon out of the €8 com-
partment.

m Clean the siphon under warm running
water.

m Clean the siphon tube in the same
way.

@ Refit the siphon.

m Clean the fabric conditioner channel
using a bottle brush and warm water.

Cleaning the detergent drawer com-
partment

m Use a bottle brush to remove deter-
gent residues and limescale from the
jets inside the detergent drawer.

m Refit the detergent drawer.

Tip: To assist drying, leave the detergent
drawer slightly open.
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Cleaning and care

Cleaning the water intake filter

The filter must be put back in place
after cleaning.

The washing machine has a filter to pro-
tect the water intake valve. You can
check the filter for soiling and clean it
yourself in just a few simple steps.

Cleaning recommendation:

Every 6 months. Perform this check
more often if there are frequent inter-
ruptions to the external water supply.

Tools required:
Screwdriver, pointed pliers

m First turn off the stopcock.

m Unscrew the water inlet hose from
the stopcock.

—®

m Use a screwdriver to remove the
black rubber seal @) from the screw
thread.

m Using pointed pliers, take hold of the
plastic filter bar @ and remove the
plastic filter.

m Clean the filter.

m First insert the filter and then the rub-
ber seal back into the screw thread.
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m Screw the screw thread securely back
onto the stopcock by hand.

m Slowly open the stopcock.

Make sure there is no water leaking
from the threaded union.

Tighten the threaded union.



Cleaning and care

Cleaning the TwinDos system

& Damage resulting from dried
laundry detergent.

If the system has not been used for a
long time (more than two months),
detergent in the hoses can become
viscous or dry out. The hoses can be-
come blocked and would then need
to be cleaned by a service technician.
Clean the TwinDos system.

The washing machine has the TwinDos
maintenance cleaning programme for
the TwinDos system. Running the clean-
ing programme will rinse and clean the
hoses inside the washing machine.

To run the cleaning programme, you
will need the “TwinDos Care” cleaning
cartridge or a refill container, available
from the Miele online shop or from
your Miele dealer.

Cleaning the compartment
Detergent residue can cause clogging.

Cleaning recommendation:
Each time the cartridges are changed.

Tools required:
Damp cloth

m Use a damp cloth to clean the com-
partment interior.

Starting the cleaning programme

Cleaning interval:

Longer downtime of more than

2 months or when changing the deter-
gent

Tool required:
“TwinDos Care” cleaning cartridge or
refill container

m Follow the instructions on the display.

Cleaning the drum/hygiene in
the washing machine

The washing machine has 2 cleaning
programmes:

- Clean drum
- Clean machine

Clean drum

Soiling such as sand and fluff is rinsed
out of the drum.

Cleaning recommendation:
As required

m Start the Clean drum programme.

Maintenance wash

Washing at low temperatures and/or us-
ing liquid detergents can cause germs
and odours to build up in the washing
machine.

Cleaning recommendation:

Message on the display

Tools required:

Miele machine cleaner or a powder

m Start the Clean machine programme.
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Troubleshooting

Problem

Cause and remedy

Washing machine does
not switch on. The dis-
play remains dark.

There is no power to the washing machine.

The movement sensor is switched off. The movement

sensor does not respond.

m Touch O On/Off and switch on the washing ma-
chine.

m Check the Movement sensor setting in Settings.

Fault F34

The door is not closed properly. The door lock could

The washing machine could not draw in enough water.

m Check whether the stopcock has been opened or
properly opened.

m Check whether the water inlet hose is kinked.

m Check that the water connection pressure is suffi-
cient. The minimum pressure is 100 kPa (1 bar). If
the water connection pressure is permanently below
the minimum value, the “Low water pressure” set-
ting can be activated.

Fault F11 « Water drain-
age

The drain pumps are dirty or blocked.

m Clean the drain filters and drain pumps (see
“Troubleshooting — Draining the suds solution in the
event of a fault”).

The drain hose has been fixed too high.
m Observe the maximum delivery head of 1.0 m.

Fault F138

The Waterproof system has been activated.
m Close the stopcock.
m Contact the Miele Customer Service Department.

Fault F373 ¢+ Leak on
drain filter

The washing machine has detected a leak in the drain
filter.

m Check the drain filter and tighten it again.

m Switch the washing machine off and on again.

m If the fault occurs again, contact the Miele Cus-
tomer Service Department.
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Troubleshooting

Fault messages and information on the display

Problem Cause and remedy
Fault FXXX The washing machine has detected a fault.

by increments of 10 %.

Fault F210 ¢+ Circulation

The drain pumps and the nozzle in the door sealing

m Clean the drain pumps and the nozzle in the door
sealing ring (see “Troubleshooting — Draining the
suds solution in the event of a fault”).

m Start a wash programme again after cleaning.

If the fault occurs again, contact the Miele Customer

Fault messages and problems with TwinDos

TwinDos empty sensor
defective

The fill level of the TwinDos cartridges cannot be de-

tected. The empty sensing is defective.

m TwinDos can continue to be used.

m Contact the Miele Customer Service Department to
remedy the defect.

TwinDos has not been used for a long time. As a res-
ult, there is a risk of the hoses becoming blocked.

Hygiene in the washing machine

Problem

Cause and remedy

The washing machine
smells unpleasant.

Germs and/or a biofilm have formed in the washing

machine.

When washing, a wash programme using a temperat-

ure above 60 °C has not been run for a long time.

m Start the Clean machine programme by adding
either Miele machine cleaner or a powder multi-pur-
pose detergent.

The door and the detergent drawer were closed after

washing.

m Leave the door and the detergent drawer slightly
open to allow them to dry.
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Troubleshooting

Problems with the detergent drawer

Problem

Cause and remedy

Large amounts of deter-
gent residue remain in
the detergent drawer.

The water connection pressure is too low.

m Check the water connection pressure (at least
100 kPa (1 bar)).

m Check the filter in the water inlet hose for dirt and
clean the filter.

Powder detergent used in conjunction with water
softeners tends to become sticky.
m Clean the detergent drawer.

m In future, observe the following dispensing se-
quence:
1. Add powder detergent.
2. Add the softener to the powder detergent.

The fabric conditioner is
not completely dis-
pensed. A large amount
of water remains in the
compartment 8.

The siphon is not correctly positioned or is clogged.
m Clean the siphon.

For technical reasons, a small amount of water will re-
main in the compartment 8.

There is still liquid in the
cap at the end of the
programme.

There is a blockage in the small pipe in the detergent
drawer onto which the cap is placed.
m Clean the detergent drawer.

For technical reasons, a small amount of water will re-
main in the cap.

There is water next to
the cap in the €8 com-
partment.

CapDosing was not activated.
® Remove the caps and dispose of them.
m Switch on CapDosing the next time a cap is used.

Empty caps were not removed after the last wash pro-
gramme.
m Remove the caps.

There is a blockage in the small pipe in the detergent
drawer onto which the cap is placed.
m Clean the detergent drawer.
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Troubleshooting

Poor wash results

Problem

Cause and remedy

Liquid detergent is not
achieving the required
results.

Off-the-shelf liquid detergents do not usually contain
bleaching agents. Stains from fruit, coffee or tea, for
example, are difficult to remove without bleaching
agent.

m Use TwinDos with UltraPhase 1 and 2. The targeted
addition of UltraPhase 2 (bleaching agent) during
the wash process removes stains effectively.

m Add a powder detergent containing bleach.

White residues which
look like powder deter-
gent are seen on dark
fabrics after washing.

Powder detergents contain compounds (zeolites) to

aid water softening which are not soluble in water. The

zeolites have ended up on the laundry.

m Try and brush off the residues with a soft brush once
the laundry is dry.

m In future, wash dark textiles using a liquid detergent.
Liquid detergents do not usually contain zeolites.

m Wash dark textiles in the special programme offered
for this purpose.

Grey, greasy particles
cling to washed laundry.

There are greasy particles on the textiles. Greasy
particles can form on textiles soiled with grease (oils,
ointments) and if not enough detergent has been dis-
pensed.

m Before the next wash, clean the washing machine
with the Clean machine programme to remove
residues from the washing machine.

m Then wash the textiles again, if possible using a li-
quid detergent. Liquid detergents have a better
cleaning effect on grease stains.

The textiles are unusu-
ally wet after the wash
process.

The machine detected a high level of imbalance during
the final spin and reduced the spin speed.

A low final spin speed was selected when selecting

the programme.

m Always place large and small textiles together in the
drum for a wash process. This ensures better distri-
bution of the textiles during the final spin and re-
duces the chance of imbalance.

Troubleshooting

Noises and various other problems

Problem

Cause and remedy

The washing machine
shakes during the spin
cycle.

The washing machine is not standing evenly on all 4
adjustable feet.

The feet are not secured.
m Level the washing machine and lock the feet.

Strange pump noises
can be heard.

Not a fault.

These slurping noises occur at the start and end of a
pump sequence as a normal part of the operation.
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Troubleshooting

Draining the suds solution in
the event of a fault

Follow the operating sequences listed.

The individual operational steps can be
found in “Troubleshooting”.

Draining the suds solution and open-
ing the door in the event of a power
cut

1. Removing the plinth flap

2. Draining the suds solution

3. Fitting the plinth cap

Draining the suds solution if the drain
filter is clogged

2. Draining the suds solution

3. Cleaning the pump and drain filter
4. Fitting the plinth flap

Drain the suds solution and cleaning
the pump and nozzle for Fault F210 «
Circulation

1. Removing the plinth flap

2. Draining the suds solution

3. Cleaning the pump and drain filter
4

. Cleaning the nozzle at the top of the
door sealing ring

5. Fitting the plinth flap

Removing the plinth flap

© Open the plinth flap by approx. 45°.

O Release the 3 retainers one after the
other.

© Remove the plinth flap by pulling it
forwards.

Tip: To avoid damaging the plinth flap,
put it to one side.
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Troubleshooting

Draining the suds solution

Requirement: the plinth flap has been
removed.

Depending on the wash programme
and the progress of the wash cycle,
there may be a large quantity of suds
solution in the washing machine.

Emptying into a shallow container

This draining method is recommended if
the washing machine is placed directly
on the floor.

Tools required:
Container max. 3 cm high and ideally

with a capacity of 2 litres, e.g. a univer-
sal tray from the oven.

m If the floor is sensitive, place a towel
under the machine to protect the
floor.

@£

m Fold down the right-hand pouring aid.

m Press the pouring aid all the way
down until you feel it click into place.

& Risk of scalding due to hot suds.

Escaping suds will be hot if laundry
has been washed at high temperat-
ures!

Carefully allow all suds to drain off.
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m Slide a flat container under the pour-
ing aids.

m Slowly turn on the right-hand drain fil-
ter until the suds solution drains out.

m To interrupt the suds drainage (e.g. to
empty the container), tighten the
drain filter again.

The process is complete when no more
suds solution runs out.



Troubleshooting

Emptying into a plastic bag

This draining method is recommended if
the washing machine is slightly elev-
ated, e.g. on a plinth.

Tools required:
1 plastic bag (freezer bag) with a volume

of at least 3 litres and a towel for sensit-
ive floors.

m If the floor is sensitive, place a towel
under the machine to protect the
floor.

@ Attach the plastic bag to both slots
of the right-hand pouring aid.

© Fold down the pouring aid.

© Slowly turn on the right-hand drain
filter until the suds solution drains
out.

m To interrupt the drain (e.g. to empty
the bag), tighten the drain filter again.

The process is complete when no more
suds solution runs out.

Next steps

You want to clean the drain filter

B Read “Cleaning the pumps and drain
filters”.

You do not want to clean the drain filter

m Tighten the drain filter back up again.

m Fold the pouring aid up again.

& Risk of water damage
