Energy saving tips

Energy and water consumption is most efficient when a full load is
washed.

- If suitable, use programmes from the ECO programme package. The
programmes are characterised by particularly low energy consump-
tion.

- Do not exceed the amounts of detergent recommended by the man-
ufacturer on the packaging.

- Reduce the amount of detergent for smaller load sizes.

Select the highest possible spin speed for the wash programme to
save energy in the subsequent tumble dryer cycle.

Safety instructions and warnings
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Appropriate use

P The washing machine is only suitable for washing fabrics with a
care label stating that they are suitable for machine washing. Any
other applications may be dangerous. The manufacturer cannot be
held liable for damage resulting from incorrect or improper use or op-
eration of the machine.

P> This tumble dryer is only intended for drying fabrics which have
been washed in a water solution, and marked on the manufacturer's
care label as being suitable for tumble drying. “Dry cleaning kits” for
freshening up garments in a tumble dryer are increasingly available on
the market. If using, do so at your own risk, and follow the instructions
provided on the packaging. Any other applications may be dangerous.
Miele cannot be held liable for damage resulting from incorrect or im-
proper use or operation.

P The washer-dryer stack must be used as described in the operating
instructions and must be checked on a regular basis to make sure it is
functioning correctly.

P The washer-dryer stack is not suitable for outdoor use.

P Do not install the washer-dryer stack in a room where there is a risk
of frost. Frozen hoses are at risk of tearing or bursting. The reliability of
the electronic module may be impaired at temperatures below freez-
ing point.

P> This washer-dryer stack is intended only for use in a commercial
environment.

P> The machine may only be operated when the following conditions
are met:

The ship’s hull is longer than 24 metres.

The list of the vessel is not more than 2°.

The safe operation and correct functioning of the machine can only
be guaranteed if the above conditions are met.

The safe operation and correct functioning of the machine can only
be guaranteed if the above conditions are met.

P The machine must not be operated on an open deck.

P Machines that do not carry the “CSA C/US” safety mark comply
with European safety regulations.
These machines must not be operated in the USA.

P This machine must only be installed by a qualified specialist who
has made sure that the conditions for its safe use are met.

P When installing this machine, it must be securely fixed to the floor.
Failure to do this could result in personal injury, damage to the ma-
chine and damage to other objects and installations.

P> The use of industrial laundry machines on vessels operating on in-
land waterways and within the 3-mile zone is only permitted if the
machine is approved for the country or countries in question. This
does not affect use on vessels in international waters, including sea-
ports.

P> If the machine is used in a commercial environment it may only be
operated by instructed/trained personnel. If the machine is used in a
publicly accessible area, the supervisor must ensure that it can be op-
erated safely without risk of danger.



Safety instructions and warnings

P This washer-dryer stack can only be used by people with reduced
physical, sensory or mental capabilities, or lack of experience or know-
ledge, if they are supervised whilst using it or have been shown how
to use it in a safe way and understand and recognise the con-
sequences of incorrect operation.

P> Children under the age of 8 must not be allowed near the washer-
dryer stack unless they are constantly supervised.

P Children aged 8 and older may only use the washer-dryer stack
without supervision if they have been shown how to use it and are
able to do so in a safe manner. Children must be able to understand
and recognise the possible dangers caused by incorrect operation.

P> Children may not carry out cleaning or maintenance on the washer-
dryer stack unsupervised.

P Always supervise any children in the vicinity of the washer-dryer
stack. Never allow children to play with the washer-dryer stack.

P Disinfection programmes must not be interrupted, as this can have
a limiting effect on the disinfection result. It is the operator’s respons-
ibility to ensure that the standard of disinfection in thermal as well as

chemo-thermal procedures is maintained by carrying out suitable val-
idation tests.

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Foreseeable misuse

P Never use solvent-based cleaning agents, e.g. those containing
benzine, in the washer-dryer stack. Doing so may result in damage to
component parts and create toxic steam and fumes. Risk of fire and
explosion!

» When washing with high temperatures, remember that the porthole
glass becomes hot. Do not let children touch it during the wash pro-
cess.

Danger of burning!

P Close the drum door after each wash or drying cycle. This is to
avoid the risk of children trying to climb into the washer-dryer stack or
hide things in it, and animals getting into it.

P Do not damage, remove or bypass the safety features or control
elements of the washer-dryer stack.

P Machines with damaged control elements or cable insulation may
only be replaced by the manufacturer/Customer Service or a qualified
electrician.

P Water used for washing in this machine consists of suds and is not
drinking water! Drain the suds into a proper drainage system.

P Always make sure that the drum is stationary before reaching in to
remove laundry. Reaching into a moving drum is extremely dangerous.

P> Be careful not to put your hands in the gap between door and frame
when closing the drum door.

Please note: the drum door is locked automatically as soon as the
washing machine starts.

P It is particularly important to follow the manufacturer’s instructions
when using a combination of cleaning agents and special application
products. Products must only be used for applications approved by
the manufacturer to avoid any material damage or the occurrence of
strong chemical reactions.
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Technical safety

P> Before setting up the washer-dryer stack, check it for any externally
visible damage. Do not install or use a damaged washer-dryer stack.

P> The electrical safety of this washer-dryer stack can only be guaran-
teed when correctly earthed. It is essential that this standard safety
requirement is observed and regularly tested. If in any doubt, please
have the electrical installation inspected by a specialist. Miele cannot
be held liable for the consequences of an inadequate earthing system.

P Unauthorised repairs could result in unforeseen dangers for the
user, for which the manufacturer cannot accept liability. Repairs
should only be undertaken by a Miele authorised technician, other-
wise any subsequent damage will not be covered by the warranty.

P Do not make any alterations to the washer-dryer stack, unless au-
thorised to do so by Miele.

P> Disconnect the washer-dryer stack from the power supply in the
event of a fault and for cleaning and maintenance. The washer-dryer
stack is only electrically disconnected from the power supply when:

- Both washer-dryer stack plugs have been disconnected from the
socket or

- The mains fuses for both machine parts are disconnected or

- The mains fuses for both machine parts have been completely re-
moved.

See “Installation and connection — Electrical connection”.

P The washing machine may only be connected to the water supply
using the set of hoses supplied with the machine. Old sets of hoses
must not be re-used. Check the sets of hoses regularly for signs of
wear. Change the sets of hoses in good time to avoid the risk of leaks
and subsequent water damage.

P> The cause of any leaks must be dealt with before the washer-dryer
stack is restarted. Disconnect the washer-dryer stack immediately if
any water leaks out.

P Faulty components must only be replaced by genuine Miele spare
parts. Miele can only guarantee the safety standards of the machine
when Miele spare parts are used.

P All relevant national provisions and regulations (DGUV in Germany)
relating to accident insurance are applicable to this washer-dryer
stack. It is recommended to carry out testing in accordance with the
regulatory framework described in DGUV 100-500/Chapter 2.6/Sec-
tion 4. The test book required for the documentation is available from
the Miele Customer Service Department.

P Please observe the instructions in “Installation and connection”
and “Technical data”.

P The plugs for the washer-dryer stack must always be kept access-
ible so that the washer-dryer stack can be easily disconnected from
the power supply.

P For hard-wired machines, an all-pole means of deactivation must
be provided on site.

P> If the washer-dryer stack is to be hard-wired, there must be a
means of disconnecting all poles from the power supply. The mains
isolators must be close to the washer-dryer stack and be clearly iden-
tifiable, unhindered and easily accessible at all times.

P The tumble dryer may only be operated when the ducting has been
installed and the room is sufficiently ventilated.

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P The vent ducting must never be installed in any of the following
flues or shafts:

- Chimneys or smokestacks that are in use.
- Shafts that are used to ventilate installation rooms with fireplaces.
- Flues that are used by third parties.

Smoke or exhaust gas that is fed back into the flue or shaft may be
toxic.

P Regularly check all components in the vent ducting (e.g. wall pipe,
external grille, bends, elbows, etc.) to make sure air can move through
them and to ensure that they are working properly. Clean components
when necessary. Fluff deposits in the vent ducting system will prevent
the air from being extracted properly and, as a result, will stop the
tumble dryer from working properly.

If existing vent ducting is due to be used, it must be checked before
being connected to the tumble dryer.

Low pressure must not occur in the vent ducting.

P There is a risk of suffocation and poisoning due to exhaust gases
being sucked back if gas-powered flow heaters, gas-powered room
heaters, coal-burning stoves with a flue connection, etc., are installed
in the same room, in the same flat or in neighbouring rooms and the
negative pressure is 4 Pa or more.

The following measures for suitable room ventilation (examples) can
help to prevent negative pressure in the installation area:

- Install suitably sized vents that cannot be closed in the exterior
walls.
Please always seek approval from your building regulations inspector

to confirm that the appliance can be operated without risk and that
negative pressure of over 4 Pa can be prevented.

P> If multiple tumble dryers are to be connected to one vent ducting, a
non-return flap must be installed directly on the duct for each tumble
dryer.

If this requirement is not observed, the tumble dryers may be dam-
aged and their electrical safety could be affected.

» Follow the instructions in “Installation of the ducting”.
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Correct use

P The maximum dry laundry load size is 10 kg. See the “Programme
chart” for the maximum recommended load sizes for individual pro-
grammes.

P Before commissioning the washing machine, check that the trans-
port safety devices have been removed (see “Installation — Removing
the Transport safety devices”). During spinning, transport safety
devices which are still in place may result in damage to both the
washer-dryer stack and adjacent furniture or machines.

P Never try to open the drum door of the washing machine using
force. If the door is locked, it can only be opened when a correspond-
ing message appears in the display.

P Do not push the suspended drum unit while the machine is running.

P Always close the drum door carefully. There is a risk of crushing and
injury by shearing in the area around the hinges of the drum door.

P Close the water inlet if the washing machine is to be left for any
length of time (e.g. while on holiday), especially if there is no floor
drain (gully) in the immediate vicinity.

P Take care to ensure that foreign objects (e.g. nails, pins, coins, pa-
per clips) do not find their way into the machine with the laundry. For-
eign objects may damage components of the machine (e.g. suds con-
tainer, drum). Damaged components can damage the laundry.

P> If the correct amount of detergent is dispensed, the washing ma-
chine should not need to be descaled. If, however, you do wish to de-
scale your washing machine, only use proprietary non-corrosive de-
scaling agents. Special descaling agent is available from your Miele
dealer or from the Miele Customer Service Department. Strictly ob-
serve the instructions for the descaler.

P Textiles which have been pre-treated in solvent-based cleaning
agents must be rinsed in clean water before being washed in the ma-
chine. Note that solvent residues may only be discharged into waste
water in compliance with local legislation.

P Never use solvent-based cleaning agents, e.g. those containing
benzine, in this machine. Doing so may result in damage to compon-
ent parts and create toxic steam and fumes. Risk of fire and explo-
sion!

P Do not store or use petrol, paraffin or any easily flammable sub-
stances near the washing machine. Do not use the machine lid as
storage space.

Risk of fire and explosion!

» Do not store chemicals (liquid detergents, additives) on the ma-
chine lid. They may cause discolouration or lacquer damage. Acci-
dently spilled chemicals should be removed from the surface immedi-
ately with a wet cloth.

P Only use dyes, dye removers and descalers suitable for use in a
washing machine. The manufacturer’s instructions on the packaging
must be observed.

P Dye removers contain sulphur compounds which can cause dam-
age such as corrosion. Do not use these products in this washing ma-
chine.

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P Avoid contact of stainless steel surfaces with liquid cleaning and
disinfecting agents which contain chlorine or sodium hypochlorite.
These agents can have a corrosive effect on stainless steel. Aggress-
ive chlorine bleach vapours can also be corrosive. Do not store open
containers of these agents near the machine.

P Do not use a pressure washer or water jet to clean the washer-
dryer stack.

P Never operate the tumble dryer without the fluff filter or with a
damaged fluff filter. This could lead to malfunctions. Fluff can clog the
air channels, heating elements and vent ducting, which could result in
a fire. In this case, stop the tumble dryer immediately and replace the
damaged fluff filter.

P The fluff filter must be cleaned on a regular basis.

P To ensure problem-free operation of the tumble dryer:

- Clean the surface of the fluff filter after each drying cycle.

- In addition, the fluff filter and the air passages must be cleaned

when prompted by the display.

P> To prevent the risk of fire, the following items must not be dried in
this tumble dryer:

- Items which have not been washed.

- Items which have not been thoroughly cleaned and are still soiled
with grease, oil or other deposits (such as kitchen linens or cosmet-
ics cloths with cooking oils, grease, lotions, etc). If items have not
been thoroughly cleaned, there is a danger that they might ignite
when heated, even after they have been removed from the tumble
dryer at the end of the programme.

- Items (e.g. mops and floor cloths) that have been treated with in-
flammable cleaning agents or which contain residues of acetone,
alcohol, benzene, petrol, kerosene, stain remover, turpentine, wax
and wax remover or other chemicals.

- Items which have been splashed with hair lacquer, hair spray, nail
varnish remover or similar substances.

Wash heavily soiled items thoroughly by increasing the amount of de-
tergent and selecting a high washing temperature. If in doubt, wash
the items several times.

P Remove all items from the pockets of the laundry to be dried (e.g.
lighters, matches, keys).

P In many programmes, the heating phase is followed by a cooling
down phase to ensure that the items are not too hot to handle when
you remove them (this also avoids the danger of the laundry self-ignit-
ing). The programme is not finished until the cooling down phase is
complete. Ensure that you always wait until the end of the programme
before removing the laundry.

P> Fire hazard.

This tumble dryer must not be connected to a controllable socket (e.g.
a timer or a peak-load switch-off device).

The tumble dryer may only be operated with a peak-load device if this
is connected to the tumble dryer via the Miele XCI box and the relev-
ant settings have been configured on the tumble dryer.

There is a risk of the laundry igniting itself if the drying programme is
cancelled before the cooling phase has finished.



Safety instructions and warnings

P> To prevent the risk of fire, the following textiles must not be dried in
this tumble dryer:

- items which have been cleaned using chemicals (e.g. professional
dry-cleaning agents).

- fabrics which contain a large proportion of rubber, foam rubber or
rubber-like materials. For example, products made from latex foam
rubber, shower caps, waterproof textiles, rubberised articles and
items of clothing and pillows with foam rubber filling.

- Fabrics which contain damaged padding or fillings (e.g. pillows,
jackets). When damaged, the filling can get out with the risk of it ig-
niting in the dryer.

P Do not expose the dryer to air which is contaminated with vapour
of chlorine, fluorine or other solvents. Danger of fire.

P Many programmes are followed by the cooling phase to ensure that
the items of laundry are kept at a temperature that will not cause
them damage (for instance to prevent the risk of the laundry self-ignit-
ing). Always remove all items of laundry from the tumble dryer imme-
diately after the cooling phase.

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Chlorine and component damage

P Frequent use of chlorine products increases the risk of damage to
components.

P The use of substances containing chlorine, such as sodium hypo-
chlorite and chlorine bleach in powder form, can result in damage to
the protective layer of stainless steel and corrosion on components.
Therefore, refrain from using substances containing chlorine. Use oxy-
gen-based bleaching agents instead.

If, however, chlorine bleaching agents are used, an anti-chlorine treat-
ment must always be carried out. Otherwise, both the washing ma-
chine components and the laundry may suffer persistent and irrepar-
able damage.

P Anti-chlorine treatment must be carried out immediately after
chlorine bleaching agents have been used. Hydrogen peroxide as well
as oxygen-based detergents and bleaching agents are suitable for
anti-chlorine treatment. The suds must not be drained in between.

Treatments with thiosulphates can result in gypsum-like deposits par-
ticularly when used in combination with hard water. This gypsum can
build up in the washing machine or cause incrustations on the laundry.
Treatment with hydrogen peroxide is recommended over treatment
with thiosulphates because hydrogen peroxide neutralises chlorine.

The exact dispensing quantities and the treatment temperatures re-
quired must be set and tested on site in accordance with the dispens-
ing recommendations of the detergent and cleaning agent manufac-
turers. The laundry must also be tested to check whether it contains
any active chlorine residues.

Problem solving guide

The majority of faults and problems that arise during day-to-day use can be remedied
without external assistance. You can save time and money in many cases, as you do not
need to call the Miele Customer Service Department.

The following tables are designed to help you to find the cause of a malfunction or a fault
and to resolve it. You should, however, note the following:

/N Repair work to electrical appliances should only be carried out by an authorised tech-
nician. Repairs by unqualified persons can cause considerable danger to users.

A programme cannot be started

Problem

Cause and remedy

The display remains dark,
and the Start/Stop sensor
control does not light up or
flash.

No power is being supplied to the washer-dryer stack.

m Check whether the washer-dryer stack is switched on.

m Check whether the washer-dryer stack is connected to the
power supply.

m Check whether the fuse has tripped.

Insufficient wash results

Problem

Liquid detergent does not
give the required result.

Liquid detergents usually contain no bleaching agents. They

do not remove fruit, coffee or tea stains.

m Use a general purpose powder detergent containing a
bleaching agent.

m Pour stain remover powder into drawer U''J in the dis-
penser compartment and liquid detergent into a dispenser
ball.

m Never put stain remover powder and liquid detergent to-
gether in the detergent drawer.

White residues which look
like powder detergent are

seen on dark textiles after
washing.

The detergent contained compounds (zeolites) to aid water

softening which are not soluble in water. These have ended

up on the laundry.

m Try to brush off the residues with a soft brush once the
laundry is dry.

m In future, wash dark textiles using a detergent which con-
tains no zeolites. Liquid detergents usually contain no
zeolites.

Textiles with particularly
greasy soiling are not prop-
erly clean.

m Select a programme with pre-wash. Use liquid detergent
for the pre-wash.

m Continue to use universal powder detergent for the main
wash.

The use of heavy-duty detergent is recommended in the
main wash for very heavily soiled workwear. Please seek ad-
vice from the detergent manufacturer.

Grey, greasy particles cling
to washed laundry.

Insufficient amounts of detergent were used. The laundry

was heavily soiled with grease (oils, ointments).

m Use more detergent or use liquid detergent with this type
of soiled laundry.

liquid detergent but without a load.

Items made of synthetic
fibres are charged with
static electricity after dry-
ing.

Synthetic fibres tend to attract static charge.
m Static charge can be reduced by adding a fabric softener
to the final rinse in the washing programme.

There is a build-up of fluff.

Fluff is principally the result of friction when garments are

being worn and to some extent when they are being

washed. By contrast, the tumble dryer exerts barely any

stress on the garments, which means it hardly affects their

lifespan.

m Fluff is collected by the fluff filter and can be easily re-
moved (see “Cleaning and care”).

Condensation is forming in
the drum.

The tumble dryer is installed on a shared exhaust air duct.

m The tumble dryer must always be installed with a non-re-
turn flap when using a combined line.

m Check the non-return flap for possible defects on a regular
basis and replace the flap if necessary.

m When drying, open a door or window to ensure sufficient
ventilation.

The laundry has not been spun sufficiently.
m Make sure that your laundry is thoroughly spun at the ap-
propriate spin speed in the washing machine.

The dryer has been overloaded.
m Do not exceed the maximum load size for the drying pro-
gramme selected.

Metallic components, e.g. zips, have prevented the tumble

dryer from registering the correct laundry moisture level.

m Open any zips next time.

m If the problem occurs again, dry garments with long zips
using the hot air drying programme.
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General problems with the washer-dryer stack

Strange pump noises can
be heard.

m Clean the water inlet filters.

When powder detergent is used in conjunction with water

softeners it tends to become sticky.

Fabric conditioner is not
completely dispensed or
too much water remains in
the €8 compartment.

The siphon is not correctly positioned or is clogged.
m Clean the siphon, see “Cleaning and care — Cleaning the
detergent drawer”.

m Transport the machine on a pallet truck inside the room.

Machines with feet must not be pushed to move them.
This could damage them.

m Remove the packaging carefully with a suitable tool.

m Lift the individual machines in the washer-dryer stack off the pallet
using a lifting device.

To facilitate future maintenance and servicing by Customer Service,
the minimum dimensions and distance to the wall must be observed
to enable access.

m Observe the minimum dimensions and distance to the wall.

Minimum safety distance to the wall approx. 400 mm to allow for
maintenance.

Minimum safety distance to the side 10 mm (wall or other machines).

m Adjust the washer-dryer stack’s adjustable feet until the machine is
level.

The washer-dryer stack must be completely level to ensure smooth
operation.
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Installation

Installing the washer-dryer stack

The washer-dryer stack must be installed by the Miele Cus-
tomer Service Department or by an authorised dealer. Please ob-
serve the information on the installation plan.

This washer-dryer stack is only intended for items of laundry that
have not been proofed with dangerous or inflammable substances.

The washing machine or tumble dryer must not be operated as indi-
vidual machines.

m Transport the washing machine and the dryer in the washer-dryer
stack to the installation site one at a time.

/N During transportation of the machines, ensure their stability.

/N Do not pick them up by the drum door.

m You can also transport the washer-dryer stack to its installation site
once it has been assembled.

The assembled washer-dryer stack weighs 209 kg.
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/N During transportation of the complete washer-dryer stack, en-
sure its stability. The height and centre of gravity present a risk of
tipping over.

Transit bars
Removing the transit bars

Installation

Levelling
Ensure that the machine feet and the installation surface are dry to
prevent the machine from slipping during the spin cycle.

Incorrect installation may increase water and energy consumption and
may cause the washing machine to move about.

The four adjustable feet are used to level the washing machine. The
machine is supplied with all feet screwed in.

m Using the open spanner supplied, turn the counter nut (2) in a clock-

wise direction. Then turn the counter nut (2) together with the
foot (1) to unscrew.
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m Use a spirit level to check the washing machine is standing level.

m Hold the foot (1) securely with a pipe wrench. Turn the counter
nut (2) again using the open spanner supplied until it sits firmly up
against the casing.

All four counter nuts must sit firmly up against the housing. Please
also check this for the feet which did not need adjustment. Other-
wise there is the danger of the washer-dryer stack moving about.

Securing the machine

m The feet of the washing machine must be secured to the concrete
plinth using the fixtures and fastenings supplied.

Fittings supplied are for installation on a concrete floor. For other
types of flooring, please purchase suitable fastening materials separ-
ately.

Installing the machine on ships

On other types of floor structures (in cases where the machine is be-
ing installed on sea-going vessels, for example), the fixing materials
must be provided on site.




Installation

For installation on sea-going vessels, the machine must be secured to
prevent slipping and tipping by fastening it to the floor of the vessel
(e.g. using clamps that are welded to the floor of the vessel).

m All 4 of the machine’s feet must be secured.
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Water connection

According to national regulations for drinking water quality, with ef-
fect from 21 March 2021, a non-return valve to prevent backsiphon-
ing must be fitted between the stopcock and the water inlet hose
during commissioning on all appliances in Germany. The non-return
valve prevents water from the water inlet hose from flowing back
into the on-site drinking water supply. The non-return valves are
supplied as accessories.

The flow pressure must be a minimum of 100 kPa and must not ex-

ceed 1000 kPa. If the flow pressure is higher than 1000 kPa, a pres-
sure reducing valve must be used.

The machine must be connected to the water supply using the inlet
hoses included in the scope of supply.

/N The connection points are subject to water supply pressure.

Turn on the stopcocks slowly and check for leaks. Correct the posi-
tion of the seal and screw thread if appropriate.

For compliance to The Water Supply (Water Fittings) Regulations
1999, please fit the double check valves included in the scope of
supply to the on-site water supply for every water inlet hose used.
The double check valves prevent water from the inlet hoses flowing
back into the on-site drinking water supply. Non-return valves are
included in the scope of supply.

For the cold water connection one stopcock each with a 34" screw
thread is required.

If a water connection is not available, only a qualified installer may
connect the washing machine to the mains water supply.

The water inlet hose for cold water is not suitable for connection to
a hot water supply.

In the event that hot water is not available on site, a cold water supply
must be used for the hot water connection.

The required amount of hot water should be added to the cold water
volume.

Alternatively, the hot water connection should be blocked using the
blind stopper supplied with the machine and the machine controls
should be set to cold water intake by the service technician.

For cold water mode, a cold water connection must be established at
the cold and hot water valve.

Alternatively, the hot water valve can be deactivated by the technician.
The following steps must be performed.

The service technician must deactivate the hot water valve.

m Unscrew the hot water hose.

m Screw on a stopper.

The same connection requirements as for cold water also apply to hot
water up to 70 °C.

A suitable connection hose with a threaded union is supplied with the
machine.

The machine with hot water connection also requires a cold water
connection.

For hot water mode, connect the hot water and cold water connec-
tions to the relevant valves. Both connections are required.
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Drain pump (de-
pending on model)

Special regula-
tions for Austria
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In machines with drain pump, the suds are drained through a drain
pump with a delivery head of max. 1 m.

The drain hose must be installed free of kinks for the suds to drain
freely.

There are the following options for draining the machine:

- Drain hose connected to a plastic drain pipe with a rubber sleeve
(there is no need to use a siphon)

- Drain hose connected securely to a sink with a plastic nipple
- Connected securely to a floor drain (gully)

If required, the hose can be extended to a length of up to 5 m. The
corresponding accessories are available from the Miele Customer
Service Department or your Miele dealer.

For a drain height of more than 1 m, a replacement drain pump for a
delivery head of max. 1.8 m is available from the Miele Customer Ser-
vice Department or from your Miele dealer.

The washing machine can be connected directly to the drain pipe if
the sewer system meets the requirements of Austrian standard
ONORM 2501.

Electrical connection

The electrical connection must only be carried out by a suitably quali-
fied electrician in accordance with local and national regulations such
as BS 7671 in the UK.

It is recommended to connect the electrical supply with suitably rated
plugs and sockets so that both the washer and dryer are capable of
full isolation.

A residual current device (RCD) type B (sensitive to universal cur-
rent) must be used if one is being installed.

The electrical components of the machine comply with EN 60335-1,
EN 50571.

If the machine is hard-wired, an all pole means of isolation must be
provided on site. Switches with a minimum contact gap greater than

3 mm are suitable disconnectors. These include circuit breakers, fuses
and contactors (VDE 0660).

nectors must be lockable or the points of disconnection must be
monitored at all times.

Exhaust air man- The tumble dryer must only be operated if the humid exhaust air
agement generated during drying is led outside through an installed vent
ducting.

Exceptions regarding the design of the exhaust air management
system must be designed in accordance with the applicable local
building regulations. Seek approval from the relevant building in-
spector.

The tumble dryer exhaust should be finished with a suitable ter-
minal, we recommend a 90° downward facing elbow.

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The air required for drying is taken from the room where the dryer is
installed. You must therefore ensure that the room is sufficiently vent-
ilated. Otherwise, there is a risk of suffocation due to exhaust gases
being sucked back from other technical systems or fuel-burning in-
stallations, and the drying time will be much longer.

- Too many tight bends or elbows

This will help to stop a reduced dryer performance and excessive
time and energy requirements.

- For the vent ducting: exhaust hose* or a plastic waste water pipe
(e.g. HT piping systems) with a minimum diameter of 100 mm.

The friction of the vent ducting with its bends and various compon-
ents provides resistance to the flow of air. This friction resistance is
expressed as a relative pipe length. The relative pipe length indicates
how much greater the resistance of a bend is, for example, when com-
pared to 1 metre of a straight plastic waste water pipe (table I).

Adding together the relative pipe lengths for all of the components
gives the total ducting length. The total ducting length expresses the
resistance of the entire exhaust air system.

As a larger duct diameter has a lower flow resistance, a longer duct
requires a greater duct diameter (table I1).

1. Measure the length needed for the straight sections of ducting.
Multiply this value by the corresponding relative pipe length from
table I.

2. Calculate the number of bends and components needed. Use
Table | to help you add together their relative pipe lengths.

3. Add together all of the relative pipe lengths calculated above in
order to calculate the total ducting length.

4. Refer to Table Il for the pipe diameter needed for the total duct-
ing length.
