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Caring for the environment

P> It is essential to read the operating instructions before using the
washing machine.

P GROUNDING INSTRUCTIONS

The washing machine must be grounded. Connecting the appliance
to ground reduces the danger of electric shock in the event of a
malfunction. The grounding is a protective conductor which provides
a path of least resistance for the current. The washing machine
comes complete with a power cord and plug with the corresponding
protective conductor. The power cord plug must be inserted into a
suitable outlet that has been installed and grounded in compliance
with all applicable local codes.

P WARNING: Incorrect grounding of the appliance will run the risk
of electric shock. In case of doubt, get in touch with a qualified
electrician and arrange to have your cabling inspected.

P Do not replace or make any changes to the plug supplied. If there
is no suitable socket available, a socket must be installed by a
qualified electrician.

P Do not use a damaged washing machine.

P Do not expose the washing machine to outdoor weather
conditions.

P Do not install the washing machine in an area where there is a risk
of freezing conditions. Frozen hoses may burst or split, and the
reliability of the electronic control unit may be impaired at
temperatures below freezing point.

P Before connecting the washing machine, make sure that the
connection data on the data plate (voltage and connected load)
match the site electricity supply. If in doubt, request the connection
data from a qualified electrician.

P Do not connect the washing machine to a multi-socket adapter,

extension lead or similar. These do not guarantee the required safety
of the machine (fire hazard due to the risk of overheating).



Important safety instructions

P The washing machine is not intended for maritime applications or
for use in mobile units such as motor homes or aircraft. However,
installation in such scenarios may be possible under certain
conditions. Get in touch with Miele's Technical Service department
regarding these specific requirements.

P Do not make any changes or repairs on the washing machine if this
is not expressly permitted in these operating instructions.

P Only Miele is permitted to replace a damaged power cord. Miele
service technicians use original power cords from Miele.

P> If hot-water systems are not used for longer than two weeks, there
may be a buildup of hydrogen under certain conditions. HYDROGEN
IS EXPLOSIVE. If the hot-water systems have not been in use for
longer than two weeks, allow hot water to run from all valves for
several minutes before operating the washing machine. This reduces
the formation of hydrogen. Refrain from smoking and keep away from
naked flames while the water valves are open. The gas will be
flammable during this time.

P Remove the door or destroy the door lock before disposing of the
washing machine.

Use

P> Children are not allowed to play with, on, or inside the washing
machine. If you are operating the washing machine in the presence of
children, the children must be supervised at all times.

P The temperature of the porthole glass becomes very high during
washing. Danger of burning! Refrain from touching the porthole glass.
You must therefore keep children away from the porthole glass during
the wash cycle.

P Only use the washing machine for washing fabrics with a care label
stating that they are suitable for machine washing. Other applications
may be dangerous.

P Do not wash any fabrics which have been cleaned, washed, or
soaked with cleaning agents containing solvents (e.g. benzine) or
other flammable substances. These fabrics release vapours which
can ignite or explode. Do not add these kinds of fabric to a load of
washing.

P Do not use any solvents or other flammable substances or
explosive materials in the washing machine. These materials can
release vapours which can ignite or explode.



Important safety instructions

P Never use solvent based cleaning agents on or in the washing
machine. Surfaces are damaged on contact with cleaning agents.

P Always make sure that the drum is stationary before reaching in to
remove laundry. Do not touch the drum whilst it is still rotating.

P Do not make any alterations to the machine.

P Miele Tumble Dryers and Miele Washing Machines can be
installed as a washer-dryer stack. This requires a Miele Washer-Dryer
Stacking Kit which can be purchased separately. Please ensure that
the washer-dryer stacking kit is suitable for the Miele Tumble Dryer
and the Miele Washing Machine.

P> If installing the machine on a Miele base (available as an optional
accessory), please make sure you order the correct one for this
washing machine.

P If detergent has come into contact with the eyes, rinse out
immediately with plenty of lukewarm water. If detergent has
accidentally been ingested, seek medical advice immediately. People
with damaged or sensitive skin should avoid contact with detergent.

P When adding or removing laundry during the main wash, your skin
may come into contact with detergent, particularly if the detergent is
dispensed externally. Take care when placing your hands inside the
drum. If suds have come into contact with the skin, rinse off
immediately with lukewarm water.

P> This washing machine is supplied with a special lamp to cope with
particular conditions (e.g. temperature, moisture, chemical
resistance, abrasion resistance, and vibration). This special lamp
must only be used for the purpose for which it is intended. It is not
suitable for room lighting. Replacement lamps may only be fitted by a
Miele authorized technician or by Miele Service.

P> The maximum dry laundry weight is 20 Ibs (9 kg). See the
“Program chart” for the maximum recommended loads for individual
programs.

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5. Adding detergent

There are several options for adding
detergent to the washing machine.

Detergent drawer

You can use any detergent that is
suitable for washing machines.

Detergent dispensing
Please follow the detergent

manufacturer's instructions in relation
to dosage.

Adding too much detergent will lead
to excessive foaming.

Avoid adding excess detergent.

The amount to dispense will depend on:

- The amount of laundry
- The level of soiling of the laundry

- The water hardness

For heavily soiled fabrics with protein
stains. The soak duration is 10 minutes.

Intensive

For hard-wearing laundry that is very
heavily soiled. Cleaning efficiency is
increased through more intense
mechanical action and the application of
more heat energy.

Water plus

The water level in the main wash and
the rinses will be increased.

SoftSteam

In order to reduce creasing, the laundry
undergoes a smoothing process at the
end of the program. Reducing the
maximum load by 50% will achieve a
better result. Small loads give a better
result.

The textiles must be suitable for drying
in a tumble dryer and suitable for
ironing A/,

Rinse hold

The laundry is not spun after the final
rinse and remains in the rinse water.
This helps prevent creasing if the
laundry is not going to be removed from
the drum immediately after the end of
the program.

Starch stop 1)

Water is drained out of the machine
before the last rinse and the program
stops. The prepared starch is added
directly to the drum. The program is
continued with the Start/Stop sensor
control.
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Special features in the program sequence

Spinning

Final spin speed

When a program is selected, the
maximum spin speed for this wash
program is shown in the display.

You can reduce the final spin speed.

However, you cannot select a final spin
speed higher than that shown in the
chart.

Rinse-spin

There is a spin cycle after the main wash
and between the rinse cycles. A
reduction in the final spin speed will
also reduce the rinse-spin speed as
appropriate.

By using wash programs with
temperatures of 60°C or higher on a
regular basis and using a multi-
purpose detergent, you can avoid a
build-up of bacteria in the washing
machine.

m Use a bottle brush to remove
detergent residues and limescale
from the jets inside the detergent
drawer.

m Replace the detergent drawer.

Useful tip: Leave the detergent drawer
slightly open to allow it to dry.
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Use the Clean Machine program
regularly, especially if you frequently use
wash programs with low temperatures.
Optimum results can be achieved by
using a machine cleaner. Alternatively, a
multi-purpose powder detergent can be
used.

m Start the Clean Machine program.

m Dispense the machine cleaner or
multi-purpose detergent directly into
the drum.

The washing machine has filters to
protect the water intake valves. Check
these filters about every 6 months.

m Pour stain removers into the U drawer in the
dispenser compartment and liquid detergent into a
dispenser ball.

m Never put stain removers and liquid detergent
together in the detergent drawer.

White residues which
look like powder
detergent are seen on
dark fabrics after
washing.

The detergent contained compounds (zeolites) to aid

water softening which are not soluble in water. These

have ended up on the laundry.

m Try and brush off the residues with a soft brush once
the laundry is dry.

m In the future, wash dark textiles using a detergent
which contains no zeolites. Liquid detergents do not
usually contain zeolites.

Textiles that were very
greasy are not properly
clean.

The use of heavy-duty detergent is recommended in
the main wash for very heavily soiled work clothing.

All four feet
are screwed in when the machine is
delivered.

m Use a spirit level to check that the
washing machine is standing level.

m Hold foot 1 securely with a pipe
wrench. Turn counter nut 2 again
using the wrench supplied until it sits
firmly up against the housing.

There is a danger of the washing
machine moving about if the feet are
not secured.

Turn all 4 counter nuts for the feet
until they sit firmly up against the
housing.

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Holding bracket for base

The holding bracket prevents the
washing machine from falling off the
base during operation.

Fastening with the holding bracket is
only intended for bases made from
concrete. The base must be flat and
level. The surface below the base must
be able to withstand the physical loads.
Prior to installation, check whether the
base complies with the minimum
dimensions.

The washing machine should be
connected to a regular water supply in
accordance with current local and
national safety regulations. The machine
may be connected to the water supply
without a non-return valve, if national
regulations permit.

The flow pressure must amount to a
minimum of 100 kPa (14.5 psi) and
must not exceed 1,000 kPa (145 psi). If
the pressure exceeds 1,000 kPa, a
pressure reducing valve must be
installed.

For the connection, a shutoff valve with
a %4-inch male garden hose thread is
required. If this type of shutoff valve is
not available, only a qualified installer
may connect the washing machine to
the domestic water supply.

The connection point is subject to
domestic water pressure.

You should therefore open the
shutoff valve slowly and check for
leaks. Correct the position of the
washer and screw thread if
appropriate.

The intake hose for cold water is not
suitable for connection to a hot water
connection.
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Switching to cold water operation

If the washing machine is not
connected to a hot water point, you will
have to configure the settings Main
wash water, Prewash water, and Rinse
water to cold (see “Supervisor level”).

m Unscrew the hot water hose.

Maintenance

Only use genuine Miele Hoses that have
been tested to withstand pressure of at
least 7,000 kPa (1,015 psi) should you
ever need a replacement.

A filter is located in the open end of
the intake hose and another in the
intake point to protect the water
intake valves.

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Hot water connection*

The hot water temperature must not
exceed 70°C (158°F).

To minimize energy consumption during
operation with hot water, the washing
machine should be connected to a
suitable hot water ring circuit. So-called
“transmission pipes” (single pipes to
hot water generators) can result in any
water remaining in the pipes cooling
down if not in constant use. More
energy would then be consumed to heat
the liquid up again.

The same connection requirements as
for cold water also apply to hot water.

The intake hose (hot = red stripes) is
connected to the shutoff valve.

When switched off, there must be an
all-pole contact gap of at least 3 mm in
the isolator switch (including circuit
breakers, breakers, and relays according
to IEC/EN 60947). This connection
process must be performed by a
qualified electrician.
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The plug connector or isolator switch
should be easily accessible at all times.

& Risk of electric shock.

If the washing machine is
disconnected from the power supply,
protective measures must be taken
to ensure that the point of
disconnection cannot accidentally be
switched on again.

Make sure the isolator is lockable or
the point of disconnection is
monitored at all times.

New connections, modifications to the
system, or servicing of the ground
conductor, including determining the
correct fuse rating, must be carried out
by a qualified electrician, as they are
familiar with the pertinent regulations
and the specific requirements of the
electric utility company.

If converting the washing machine to
an alternative voltage, observe the
instructions in the wiring diagram.
Conversion must be performed by
Miele Service or by an authorized
